Research projects and clinical trials

In 2023, scientific work was conducted with the support
of 494 externally funded research projects and contracts,
180 of these received funding from government bodies: 18
from UE and NIH; 115 from ISCIll, 11 CIBER Units; 16 from
MINECO/MICINN; 20 from Autonomous Region of Madrid and
258 funding by private sources. 56 observational studies
(see figure 1) and 650 clinical trials were performed, 161 of
which were new in 2023.

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Introduction

The Instituto de Investigacion Sanitaria Fundacion Jiménez Diaz (11S-F)D)
was founded by an agreement between Fundacion Jiménez Diaz Univer-
sity Hospital (HUF|D) and the Universidad Auténoma de Madrid (UAM) in
2009. It was certified by the ISCIII (MICINN) in 2010, recertified in 2015
and renewed in 2021, for a period of five years, in accordance with the
requirements established in Royal Decree 279/2016, of June 24. In
2022 the ISClII authorised the significant change for the inclusion of
the Rey Juan Carlos University Hospital (HUR]C), Infanta Elena Univer-
sity Hospital (HUIE) and Villalba General University Hospital (HUGV) in
the IIS-FJD.

The |IS-FJD is made up of the research and teaching staff of the HUFJD and
the associated University Hospitals that are part of the Madrid public health
network: HURJC, HUIE and HUGV; as well as by the teaching and research
staff of the UAM and associated research staff of the CIEMAT.

The primary objective of the IIS-FJD, as a center of research excellence
in biomedical research in the Spanish National Health System, is to fos-
ter traslational research oriented to solve public health questions and
to increase rate social well-being.
